KEY ISSUES FOR CONSIDERATION

The annual council assembly meeting on 13 May 2017 appointed an Overview and
Scrutiny Committee (OSC) with 11 places. Councillors Gavin Edwards and Rosie
Shimell were appointed as chair and vice-chair respectively.

OSC is asked to appoint three sub-committees, agree their size and composition,
appoint their chairs and vice-chairs and determine whether scrutiny of crime and
disorder is allocated to one of the sub-committees or retained by OSC. In 2016-17,
crime and disorder was allocated to Housing and Community Safety Sub-Committee.

Political groups are entitled to the same number of reserve members as the number
of seats they have on each sub-committee.

The most proportionate allocation will depend on the number of members of the sub-
committee. The table below shows the most proportionate arrangement for individual
sub-committees:
